Daily stories expressed in an evocative atmosphere that come from the daily language, from the music's pulse and from the poetry.
Itinerary is a travel through the musical ambiences created by the artist.
Marina Cedro gives as author, composer and singer the total expression of piano and voice.

Recorded in the Music School Luis Aramburu in one go, on the 17 November 2007.

ITINERARIO joins a jazz and poetic language through the repertoire elected composed by musical and literary works like Astor Piazzolla, Serge Gainsbourg, Homero Expósito, Julio Cortázar, Adrienne Rich, Julia Otxoa, Concha Garcia, and others.

ITINERARIO is an itinerary literary, daily, stories of a person on the day-to-day basis, in their interior and exterior through the poetry chosen that translates itself from the Castellano, the French, the English, the Portuguese and the Basque language. Is, from a musical point of view, an itinerary through styles as geographically distant as the tango, chanson française, jazz and minimalism. 

In ITINERARIO they have preserved the dynamics of the interpretation of the artist. The spaces, the silences that come by. To imprint and belonging to the time are the keys of this itinerary.

Silence is a most important interpreter that comes by in each of the themes. They have expressed each one of the sounds that the piano offers: the orthodox ones and the others not so known. A huge attention was taken to the ambiance, the finales of the themes, to that border between the existent and what fights to evade from our senses.

Is a project thought as a whole. A series of themes to be listened in continuity. A poetic piece composed by 16 "verses". An invitation to the immersion in the analysis that provokes a thought.
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Marina Cedro was born in Buenos Aires, Argentina.

In 1997 she initiates her musical career with the show Intimate Words, interpreting her own poems.

In 200o she forms a duo with the Argentinean guitarist Fabio Piro, doing a tour in Argentina and Uruguay.

In 2001 she travels to London to deepen her poetry studies, sculpture and theatre.

In 2001 she settles down in Vitoria-Gasteiz, Spain. She creates with the jazz musician Ricardo Urrutia the duo Poetango, a musical concept based on the fusion of tango, jazz and poetry. She also does an autobiographical show called Palabras intimas (intimate words), poetry, music and images based in poems and self stories.

In 2003 she creates El Ciclo de las palabras, a space of poetry reading open to the public.

In 2004/2005 she collaborates with Radio Vitoria EITB and Radio Alava in the programme of poetry La Llorona.

In 2004 she creates the company TangOpera in Leipzig, Germany. She presents in the Festival of TangoTage in Leipzig the shows Metamorfosis (2004), "Buenos Aires Hora Cero" (2005), "Tango pour Claude" (2006).

In 2005 she acts with the Compagnie TocaTango, in the theatre work Ambivalencia, directed by Michel Grateau, at the Centre D´Animation de Beaulieu, Poitiers, France.

In 2005 she participates in the VIII Encuentro Internacional de Mujeres Poetas (International Meeting of Women Poets), in Vitoria-Gasteiz.

In 2007 she acts with the Compagnie D'Un Jour, in the work Más allá de cualquier zona prohibida by Alejandra Pizarnik, directed by Michel Grateau, in Le Printemps des Poetes, La Rochelle, France.

In 2007 she presents the work Antologia de la poesía de la Patagonia by Concha García in Vitoria-Gasteiz.

In 2007 she records her first solo album Marina Cedro Itinerario.
In 2008 tour around Spain on the rout of AIE (Artistas en Ruta) with the duo Poetango.

In 2008 she creates Cycle de Paroles, a space of poetry reading open to the public, La Rochelle, Francia.

She has published in several literary magazines: Texturas, La Botica, Luke, Nombra. Salamandrina, etc.
